Hemorrhoid banding is a procedure in which your physician places an anoscope into your anus or a sigmoidoscope inside 
your rectum.  Tight bands will be placed around the internal hemorrhoids.  

There are risks to this procedure, although we believe that the potential benefits outweigh the risks.

1. Bleeding is uncommon.  However, with severe bleeding blood transfusion and/or surgery may be
required.

2. Perforation (a small hole through the bowel wall) is rare, but if it occurs surgery may be necessary.
3. Medications may be used to prevent pain and discomfort. Also, there is also no guarantee that you

will be free from pain during the procedure, and medications adverse reaction may rarely occur.
4. Infection is rare and may require administration of intravenous antibiotics.
5. Any of the complications above may lead to hospitalization and death.
